Applications for opportunity class placement are 
considered mainly on the basis of the Opportunity 
Class Placement Test results and school 
assessment scores. The Opportunity Class 
Placement Test will be held on Wednesday 27 
July 2016. Please note that there are no 
opportunity classes in the Upper Hunter. The 
nearest classes to Scone are at Cessnock West 
Public School, Jewells Public School, New Lambton 
South Public School, Tamworth Public School and 
Tamworth South Public School.  Applications will be 
available online from April 26 2016.
